MINOR MODIFICATION INSTRUCTIONS & CHECKLIST

The Conservation Commission considers a Minor Modification to be a "minor or insignificant project change" when said change will shrink the scope of the project, or if the project change is small and mitigation is offered that will enhance the function of the Buffer Zone and wetland, and will not result in any adverse impacts to wetland resource area(s) and/or the interests protected under the Act and the Ordinance. No public hearing or legal advertisement is required for a Modification to an Order of Conditions but the applicant must submit a written request fully explaining the proposed change and appear before the Conservation Commission at a regularly scheduled public meeting.

The following materials are required for the submittal of a request for a Minor Modification to an Order of Conditions at least 7 days prior to the meeting:

_____    A letter requesting a Minor Modification to the existing Order of Conditions, citing the 

              DEP File #, and fully explaining the proposed change(s) to the project plan. (9 copies, 8 

              for the Commission, and 1 for DEP)

_____    Copy of plan depicting proposed changes (9 copies, 8 for the Commission and 1 for 

              DEP)

_____     Check payable to the City of Beverly in the amount of $50.00
