An Expanded Environmental Notification Form (EENF) has been submitted to the Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act (MEPA) office for this project. The project includes the redevelopment of a 6.43-acre former municipal landfill into a 77,852 square foot mixed use commercial development, including a 35,000 square foot Whole Foods Market, two restaurants, medical offices, a bank, and general retail uses. Vehicular access will be provided via Brimbal Avenue and Connector Road.  The project also includes the construction of 380 parking spaces (48 of which will be in an underground garage), a stormwater management system, upgraded utilities, and landscaping.  The project will require a Highway Access Permit from MassDOT and a Corrective Action Design- Approval and Authorization to Construct permit (BWP SW25) from MassDEP to address landfill-related closure and construction requirements.  I note that the project is located immediately adjacent to a project proposed by the City of Beverly (in conjunction with MassDOT) to upgrade the Brimbal Avenue Exit (exit 19) from Route 128, Sohier Road, Brimbal Avenue and Connector Road (EEA No. 15065).

This project requires the preparation of a mandatory Environmental Impact Report (EIR).  The Proponent has requested that the Secretary consider allowing the preparation of a Single EIR in lieu of the traditional two-step Draft and Final EIR processes.  A scoping session will be held to receive advice and comments from agencies, officials, and citizens regarding which environmental issues, if any, are significant for this project. Opinions as to the extent and significance of possible environmental impact will be welcome.
