Dear Beverly Property Owners: 

The City of Beverly is preparing to apply to the State of Massachusetts Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Housing Assistance Grant, due on

February 13, 2015.  If Beverly receives this grant, it proposes to use a portion of those funds for a CDBG Housing Rehabilitation Grant Program, by providing grants to private property owners to address housing problems affecting low-to-moderate income persons, to better provide them with decent, safe, and affordable housing.   These grants may be used to rehabilitate single and multi-family rental properties (1-4 units); if there is sufficient demonstrated demand, the City of Beverly may also consider other minor modifications. to make it more effective, depending on input from the community.

The City or its representative (not the property owner), will survey ALL tenants in the property to determine which of them are low-to-moderate income, and to obtain other information regarding desired improvements to the unit(s) they currently rent. 

ELIGIBLE REHABILITATION ACTIVITIES HAVE INCLUDED THE FOLLOWING: 

Plumbing, Heating, Electrical, Sprinklers, Egress/ingress, Handicapped access,  Lead-based paint removal,  Removal of other hazardous materials, Foundation, Roofing, Siding, Energy Efficient Windows, Entrances, Bathroom and Kitchens, Stairways, Building and Safety code issues.

If the City’s application is successful, funds would be available to complete eligible rehabilitation activities by around August of 2015.
