Re# 304 - Kristen Poulin of Beverly Crossing attended and answered questions of Councilors -

Further discussion and guestions by Councilors of Aaron Clausen regarding Order #301 and
Voted Approved - 3 ~ 0 by Committee pending publication and final passage

Re: #298 — Public Hearing was held and closed after presentation given by Bob Gilchrist, Project
Mar of the Middle School with many questions and concems of Councilors and abutters in
attendance had been answered by Mr. Gilchrist, Fire Chief Paui Cofter and Mayor Cahill. Mr.
Gilchrist explained the need for the 8 above ground propane tanks during this winter, as
temperatures must be at least 40 degrees for workers and concrete slabs for construction of 3
wings of school. Zone 1 already has concrete slab and the use of the three 1,000 gal tanks may
not be necessary. Zones 2 and 3 work will start near the end of January and for winter months
and tanks are necessary. Depending on weather, he hopes fo be able to remove all temporary
equipment by early April. He also explained the tanks are encased by concrete jersey barriers &
fencing surrounds property. There was discussion regarding security concerns of the site and
safety issues and Mr. Gilchrist explained all deliveries of propane would be made with workers

on site and during working hours. Councilor Latter also requestied a meeting to be set up with
neighbors regarding updates. A mofion was made by Chaimman St.Hilaire to approve by
Committee - Vote taken 3 — 0 in Commitiee. . ** Note- when voted by full Council - a proposed
amendment by Councilor Latter was made for Fire Waich coverage if propane delivery necessary
during hours that the site is unstaffed . Voted approved 9 -0
